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What does the design mean?

In Aboriginal culture, the circle represents our connections to one another. The
seven dots surrounding the circle represent not only people and society, but
Rotary's seven areas of focus.

Together, the circle and dots form a "navigation star - our guiding light." The line
underneath represents a basic tool -- a digging stick -- a metaphor for doing hard
work: indeed, Rotary In Action.

The color scheme can be interpreted in several ways. For example, purple
represents polio eradication; green, the environment; and white represents our
central mission, peace. Jennifer, the first female President in the history of Rotary
International, noted that the color scheme in part also pays homage to the global
women's suffragette movement.

Jennifer asked the slate of new Governors to wear one or more of the three new
theme colors when attending official events, as opposed to a traditional single-
design jacket. She explains, “As we celebrate diversity, equity and inclusion, |
wanted all of us to be able to express ourselves differently in what we wear, but
still have connection.”
